Troop Excellence Award

Each Scout Camping during the week has participated successfully in at
least two camp programs. (For example: Pioneer Program, Mountain Biking,
Swimming Merit Badge)

The troop participates in at least two inter-troop activities (volleyball,
aquatic event, etc.) NOTE: Campfires provided by Camp Staff do not count as an
inter-troop activity.

At least one adult leader will be trained in the Safe Swim Defense/Safety
Afloat, and one attend one troop aquatic event.

The troop cooks three meals in its campsite using the patrol method during
the week. (The camp will require one: Wednesday lunch)

The troop participates in the Wednesday night campfire and the SPL helps
with the planning of the campfire.

The troop demonstrates proper planning as taught in JLT Program and has
posted its programs, scheduled activities, etc. on their troop bulletin board.

A majority of the troop’s patrols must qualify for Honor Patrol standing as
defined by Camp Wakpominee. (See Honor Patrol Qualifications)

Evidence of troop spirit is apparent. In part, this will be measured by
proper uniform, personal cleanliness, campsite appearance, general conduct at
camp wide activities and in the dinning hall, good sportsmanship and punctuality.

During the week the troop participates in a conservation project or camp
wide improvement project mutually selected by your troop and the
Ecology/Conservation Director. The project should be a major one) a minimum of
90minutes) with most of the troop participating. This is in addition to in-site
projects performed by honor patrols.

At least one adult leader will attend Leave No Trace training.

The troop participates at all flag ceremonies during the week and attends
chapel service or conducts a troop “Scout is Reverent” program while in camp.

Participates in the Camp Recycling program.
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
